Preventing Dehydration 

For most of us, drinking plenty of fluids and eating f oods with high water content 
is a great way to keep our bodies properly hydrated in warmer weather. Most 
adults need about 64 ounces of fluid every day, but that amount increases with 
heat and humidity and can change based on various medications and health 
conditions.  

 

 

 

A good rule of thumb is to try balancing fluid intake with output. If a senior is 
sweating or urinating more frequently, then their fluid intake should become more 
frequent as well. If a loved one is suffering from an illness that causes fever, 
diarrhea or vomiting, carefully monitoring fluid intake is crucial. Keep in mind 
that you can become dehydrated in cold weather, too!

The Data Department at On My Own, Inc. (fiscal agent/provider) will 

process an MITC Time & Attendance Exception Log each morning that the 

office is open for business. This log will show any missed clock ins or outs.  

If the Personal Care Attendant (employee) shows on this report with a 

missing clock in/out from the previous day, the Data Department will call 

the consumer (employer) at the authorized telephone number in the 

telephony system. The consumer (employer) will provide the accurate time 

of the missed clock in/out, the completed tasks and the missed clock in/out 

reason.  

The Data Department (fiscal agent/provider) will then enter the correct 

information into the system.
